MEET THE SCHRECKS  
 

For the past 30 years Carol and Peter Schreck have been on the faculty of Palmer Theological Semi-

nary (formerly known as Eastern Baptist Theological Seminary) and Eastern University.  Their major 

teaching responsibilities have been in the Seminaryôs Doctor of Ministry program in Ministry to Mar-

riage and Family, and Peter has been the programôs academic director for the past seven years.
