B.B. Warfield wrote, “The Bible is the Word of God in such a
way that what the Bible says, God says.” C.S. Lewis said,
“People do not reject the Bible because it contradicts itself but

because it contradicts them.” Andrew Jackson said, “That

Book, sir, is the rock upon which our republic rests.” George
Washington wrote, “It is impossible to rightly govern a nation
without God and the Bible.”

We all need to continually read and study our Bibles on a daily basis. Spending time in
God’s Word allows our “souls” to be transformed by hearing what the Spirit has to say
to us. When we read the Scriptures slowly, expectantly, and consistently, the Holy
Spirit will use God’s Word to convict and change us. Paul says in Romans 12:2 that the
primary means of spiritual growth is through the renewing of one’s mind. Every good
or evil behavior that we exhibit originates in the mind. So it is our thinking that must be
changed, and the primary agent that God uses to transform our mind is the reading of
Scripture. When we practice what the church fathers called lectio divina, and carefully
digest and apply God’s truth to our lives, we will begin to see life through God’s lenses

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THE PURPOSE OF THE CHURCH

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FROM THE FINANCE TEAM

Below is a detailed report of cumulative income and expenses through March 2010. So far this year our
expenses have been $3,166 greater than giving. From last month’s report the Finance team reported the
difference between giving and expenses would have to be made up by reducing the amount of our
Apportionments. Some have asked for a clarification of what Apportionments are. From the United Methodist
Church website (http://www.umc.org), UMC states: “a portion of your giving goes to the general church to

support programs on a national and international level, which have been agreed upon by lay and clergy
delegates of General Conference. We share the cost of these ministries, with each local church being

responsible for contributing a fair portion or ‘apportionment. The Finance team voted not to pay any
Apportionments in April to allow us to catch up with our expenses to prepare for the summer months, where
traditionally giving is down and preschool income is absent.  On a special note, we thank all of you so much
who give to the Church. Without your generous giving each week, new staffing and programs could not be
realized this year. Our prayers are this Church will grow and reach out to the Smyrna community and bring

others to Christ.
