There is a fascinating verse that is recorded in Luke’s telling of the life of Jesus. In Luke 
6:38, we read these words:  “Give and it will be given to you.  A good measure, pressed down, 
shaken together and running over, will be poured into your lap. For with the measure you use, it 
will be measured to you.”  I have read and memorized that verse often during my walk with 
Christ.  Now in the midst of our stewardship campaign at Smyrna First, I am once again 
reminded of these radical words of our Savior.  So many times we operate in our lives 
under the economic principles of frugality where we must store up a reserve in our ac-
counts before we spend and expand. There was an old proverb that captured this idea 
that crudely exclaimed:  “I’ll believe it when I see it!”  However, the biblical principle 
that is laid out for us in many ways is quite the opposite. The Scripture does not know a 
God of lack or despair but one where another proverb might capture its truth:  “I’ll see it 
when I believe it!”  And in this verse from Luke we find Jesus instructing his disciples 
that when they learn to give more there shall be an abundance given to them.  Indeed, 
the only time that God invites us to test him is in this principle of radical generosity and 
giving. The truth is simple:  no one has ever been able to out give God. 

 

One of the things I am doing during this Stewardship campaign is to honestly look at my 
life, my finances, and my resources-which includes talents, gifts, and time-and take a 
stewardship inventory. During the coming weeks not only will I be involved in my own 
inventory but I want to share with you some of my hopes and dreams for us as a congre-
gation. One thing I am absolutely convinced of, however:  I believe stewardship is funda-
mentally a spiritual discipline and there are a lot of issues and situations that could be 
resolved fairly quickly if we took stewardship seriously in the church. I am convinced 
that that is the case because when we commit our time, prayers, and, yes, our wealth to 
the Lord, there is a supernatural power released in our lives and our communities. I 
knew a preacher once who took the biblical concept of tithing (=giving 10% of one’s 
income in offerings to the church) and expanded it in other ways, too. He started pray-
ing and reading the Bible 2 hours and 40 minutes every day (=10% of his time to the 
Lord). To hear him tell the story it transformed his life. Being reminded of his testi-
mony, I began to wonder what would God do in the life of our congregation if every-
body tithed their time, resources, and finances to the Lord?

The second annual Wesleyan Leadership Conference, scheduled for October 13-15 in Nashville, will bring to-
gether people who want to be more missional in their ministry like the original Methodist movement. 
 
“One of the goals of this annual event is to build a network of Wesleyan missional leaders,” said Steve Manskar, 
Director of Wesleyan Leadership for the General Board of Discipleship.  “They are leaders who help congregations 
work with Christ and God’s mission in the world. In the Wesleyan tradition missional leadership means equipping 
Christians for mission through small groups that focus on intentional discipleship and practicing the means of grace 
shaped by a rule of life.” 
 
Dr. Elaine Heath, the McCreless Assistant Professor of Evangelism at Perkins School of Theology in Dallas, will 
speak and teach about her work with new monastic communities in Dallas.  Heath, who is director of the Center 
for Missional Wisdom at Southern Methodist University, is Elder in the United Methodist Church and a founding 
pastor of New Day, a new monastic community in the United Methodist tradition. She believes that early Metho-
dism bears the characteristics of lay-led monastic communities. 
 
The three-day conference, which will be at GBOD’s facility in Nashville, will begin on Thursday, October 13, 
with Heath presenting ideas and recommendations in the book she co-wrote with last year’s presenter, Scott 
Kisker, Longing for Spring:  A New Vision for Wesleyan Community.  The day will be a combination of presentation, dis-
cussion and activities in small groups.  The Friday session will focus on equipping participants with ideas and re-
sources for developing missional, disciple-making communities within and along-side their own congregations.  
The conference will conclude on Saturday morning with a panel discussion.
