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Often we who are stretched in life find that it is hard to imagine what more could be 
asked of us. We look at our life, our family, and even our church and ask for a reprieve 
from the stress and pressures of life.  In coming to a new place of ministry I have often 
felt sympathy with this sentiment as well.  There are a host of issues and situations that 
seem to vie for attention and prayer. There are sermons to write and preach, lessons to 
prepare, staff to oversee, people who are in hospitals, other people who need assistance 
in one fashion or another, and on the list goes.  It seems that life goes on at speeds that it 
is sometimes hard to keep up with. I was reminded in our staff meeting this past week by 
a prayer that sometimes our busy schedules do not promote the godliness that our Heav-
enly Father asks of us.  That is a haunting thought for all of us. 
 

In approaching this Thanksgiving season I wonder how you allow your schedule to be 
set.  There is a madness to the world in which we live, and the things that it asks of us 
often do not foster commitment or contentment but self-centeredness.  A friend that I 
have not heard from in quite some time called me this morning just to chat and catch up 
with what Victoria and I are doing these days.   He asked about my new church, the 
health of Victoria, and a few other matters.  He also asked for some advice in a situation 
he is dealing with that effects his witness and faith, too.  It was good to hear from him, 
and his family and ours hope to get together soon.  This all lead me to reflect today about 
the upcoming Thanksgiving season and what true thanksgiving actually is.  First, for me 
and my family, true thanksgiving must include God and an acknowledgement of what 
God is doing in our lives.  The Scripture reminds us of this necessity when it declares in 
1 Thessalonians 5:18:  “In everything give thanks; for this is the will of God in Christ 
Jesus.”  When we approach God with thanksgiving in our hearts there is a spiritual 
power that is released in our lives.  We declare that the external situation we are in at 
the time - whether good or bad - will not define us.  Instead we are called to a higher 
dimension and definition that allows the grace and love of Jesus Christ to flow in and 
through us.  After all, even Jesus gave thanks to the Heavenly Father in His ministry, 
too!  Second, to give thanks requires that I take a personal inventory of my life.  I am 
finding when I am busy in life that all too often I find myself ignoring the important 
things and rushing to complete the task at hand.  However, if I will take the time, I can 
lift up before myself and the God who has saved me, important and inspirational people, 
circumstances, and positions in life. I am thankful for my health that enjoys the functions
